Charles Green Sr. is the current 
power plant operator for the stand-
by power plant in Tununak, which 
now receives power from Toksook 
Bay via an intertie. Building the 
intertie provided double benefi ts 
to AVEC consumers: shutting 
down one primary power plant, 
annually saving tens of thou-
sands of dollars in operating and 
maintenance costs; and providing 
renewable energy from the wind 
turbines in Toksook Bay. This has 

decreased fuel consumption 
in Tununak and reduced the 
fuel cost component of their 
electric bills. Charles is very 
pleased as he said his electric 
bill was reduced nearly 50% 
[part of that is due to PCE].

Charles said he would like to 
thank AVEC, especially Norman 
Miller, for providing him training in 
backup plant operations. Norman’s 
detailed training left him “ready to 
roll when the lights go out.”
